If an addition will
include an increase in the number of garage or carport spaces to three or more, the fee will be $400.

The fee will be collected at the time your building permit is being issued.

LEGALITY OF PARCEL

On May 5, 1972, Senate Bill 35 became effective. Senate Bill 35 was enacted to provide some regulation
over the subdivision of land in Colorado, and it required counties to pass regulations to regulate parcels
of land smaller than 35 acre3herefore, gore-1972 deed is required as part of the building permit
application if the subject property is not part of a legal subdivisiMe require a prel972 deed in order

to ensure that a parcel of land was not illegally created. The legal description oreth®7? deed

should match that of the current deed, unless the subject property either went through an approved
subdivision process or the property was illegally divided. Please contact the Planning Department if you
do find that your property was dividatlegally. The County has a process in place that may be able to
remedy this situation.

If you are remodeling, altering or adding to an existing structure, you may not exceed the number of
bedrooms as listed on your OWTS permit. A bedroom is defined as a room with two points of egress,
including an egress window and interior door, with a etpand/or a room that could be intended for
sleeping purposes.

If you are remodeling, altering or adding to an existing structure that was built (@, ¥8u may not
have an OWTS permit on file. The Envinental Health Department magquire an inspedbn of the
system and depending on what is identified during the inspection, may require thet®©wWastewater
Treatment System to be upgraded or brought into compliance.
